Test a Station.

All µSmart sensors operate as Plug and Play sensors with the µSmart data logger. The system is simple to operate, re-configure, and maintain as the system operates on embedded software. All changes are made by choosing options from the system menus. The options are selected directly from the keyboard by selecting the option and pressing the corresponding key. There is a system available here at the factory that all prospective clients are welcome to dial into and test if they wish. The system is not platform dependent (eg IBM or Apple Mac) and does not require software other than a terminal programme to operate the system. There is a windows based software package available as an optional extra, but the embedded software offers all the features of the system. Follow the instructions below to test the station. You are quite welcome to test the system out. 

To get in to the station, use HyperTerminal which is part of Windows and dial in on 07 54 983207 (61 754 983207 if outside of Australia). When the modems have finished talking and the screen clears to a flashing cursor, hit any key to bring up the embedded menu system. Use the keyboard to go to each screen (i.e. "press 2 to see current readings", just press 2 and it will take you to that screen). One of the other features to look at is the embedded menu system in the sensors. From the main screen, go to option 4 (change the logger settings) option 4/4 will allow you to change logging parameters, but option 4/8 puts you into the set-up menu and by pressing the sensor address (temperature is 1(one)) that will put you into the set-up menu. Again changes are made by either pressing the number against the option or entering a multi digit number representing a value for setting thresholds, offsets or time etc. directly from the keyboard. Three "escapes" will get you back to the main menu from the set-up menu. 

To download data and store it in a file, select option 3 from the main menu. Go through the steps until you get to "press 1 to begin download. At that point go to Transfer on the task bar and select "capture text". That will open up a box asking for the file name. Don't use the default unless you know where to find it, but create a new file in My Documents. Call it Test 1.csv. Select Start, and when the screen clears, press 1 to start the download. As soon as the download stops, (the data stops flowing on the screen) go back to Transfer/Capture text and select stop. You can then open the file, using Run or Explorer and double clicking on the file will open it directly into Excel. If it takes a long time to create the file, the data logger may have dropped out as it shuts down after about 5 minutes to conserve the battery. Similarly when you are in the set-up menu. The menu shuts down after about 60 seconds of not being used and you will have to get back to the main menu to do it again. Three escapes will get back to the main menu.
